We have many buses going all over the place, for various functions, so please print this
information out and ensure it comes with you.

BUSES:
Those attending the reunion and staying at either the Holiday Inn or the Burswood International will
catch your buses from the complex, adjacent to the “Dome”.

Times are as follows,
Tues 13th - Leeuwin Barracks Buses depart 0715
Wed 14th - Ramons Recuperation function Buses depart 1100
Thurs 15th- Stirling Tour Buses depart 0930

Should there be any changes to times you will be advised via a notice in the goodies bag you
receive at the meet and greet.

For those staying in caravan parks, hotels/motels on Great Eastern/ Canning Highway and the city
you will be advised by email regarding times and pick up points for your buses. In addition you will
find this information in the bag you receive at the meet and greet.

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Busses:

In brief there will be pickups from the following places on all three days:
1. Burswood complex
2. Forrestfield Van Park,

Ascot Van Park, (Gt Eastern Highway pickup)
Flag Motor, Burswood Lodge (at closest bus stop)

3. Fremantle Van Park, Fremantle Monument bus stop on High Road)
4. City will have three pickup points:

A. Front of Ambassador Hotel, Adelaide Tce
B. Front of Rydges Hotel, Hay Street
C. Mountway Apartments (approx 200 meters to bus stop)

5. Opposite the Metro Hotel in South Perth

Timing of Buses

Day 1 LEEEUWIN BARRACKS (to arrive by 0830)

Depart City 0700 (allows 30 minutes for pickups)
Burswood 0730
Fremantle Van Park 0745
Forrestfield Van Park, Ascot, Great Eastern Highway pickups will commence 0700

Day 2 RAMONS (to arrive 1130)

Depart Burswood 1045
City 1st Pickup 1045
Fremantle Van Park 1030 (& monument)
Forrestfield caravan, Ascot, Great Eastern Highway will commence 1015

Day 3 STIRLING (First bus to arrive by 1000)
Depart Burswood 0900 spread out departures to arrive Stirling 1000 - 1030

Forrestfield caravan Park, Great Eastern Hwy stops Start 0945 arrive 1045
City start pickup 0930 arrive Stirling 1100

NOTE:

South Perth pickup times will vary each day dependant on which bus picks them up. They will be
advised separately on both time and pickup points.

Burswood pickups are straightforward.

Van Parks, Great Eastern Highway pickups will be separately advised time by email plus pickup
point.

City pickup up will be advised separately by email of both time and pickup points. Hotels will be
told which their pickup point is.

An A4 photocopied map will be supplied to Van Parks, Great Eastern Highway and City pickups
with their pickup point clearly marked.
